Each sheet corresponds to the appropriate sheet of the General Map of Central Europe, 1:200,000 scale. 
 
The municipal boundary limits were based on the Czech Administrative Map,  1 : 75,000  and the Special 
Recording Sheets, 1 : 25,000, with the consultation of the “General Administrative Map of Slovakia and 
Subcarpathian Russ”, 1 : 360,000 (Podrobny prehled politickeh rozdeleni zeme Slovenske a 
Podkarpatoruske) edited by the Czech Military Geographic Institute, 6th edition, 1936. 
 
The administrative boundaries shown on the maps correspond to those in the time of the 1930 census. 
 
In cases the former official Czech names differ from those of the General Map, they are also noted. 
 
Similarly, the German place-names are attached in brackets. 
 
The legends of colors and symbols are found at the bottom of each sheet.  
 
The absolute population figures are rounded up or down to the closest 50. 
 
Figures between  25-75 are given as  50, the ones between 76-124 as 100, etc.  
 
Fraction groups with less than 25 are ignored, and are indicated only if the total number of residents in a 
settlement is less than 25. 
 
The ethnic registration follows “The Statistical Settlement Lexicon of the Czech Republic, III Slovakia” 
(Statisticky lexikon obci v republice Ceskoslovenskej, II Krajina Slovenska), Prague edition 1936, published 
by the Ministry of Interior Affairs and The Statistical Institute, that is based on the census of December 1, 
1930. 
 
Distinction between the Czech and Slovak ethnic groups in Pressburg  (Bratislava)  are based on the 
“Bulletin of the Statistical Institute of the Czechoslovak Republic”,  year 14, No. 170, Prague 1933. 
 
The mapped boundary of the Slovakian States reflects the status after the First Vienna Award in 1939.
