the South-Slavic nationalities based on confessional statistics and local data.

Each sheet corresponds to the appropriate sheet of the General Map of Central Europe, 1:200,000 scale. 
 
The municipal boundary limits were based on the Maps of the Statistics Institute of Belgrade, while the  
Drina, Verbas, Zeta and Morava Banovinas were based on the maps of the Banat-Administration, and the 
Danube, the Sava and the Drava Banovinas on the Special Administrative Maps 1 : 75.000 and the 1 : 25.000 
recording sheets. 
 
The administrative map of the Danube Banovina,  1 : 200,000,  (Dunavska Banovia sa administrativnom 
padelom) was utilized in the representation of the Danube Banovina, and the Sava Banovina was presented 
by the Administration Map, 1 : 300,000 (Karta Savske Banovie).  
 
The administrative boundaries shown on the maps correspond to the time of the 1931 census. 
 
In case the older municipality name differred from the more recent name as displayed on the General Map, 
then both names were added. 
 
The legends of colors and symbols are found at the bottom of each sheet.  
 
The absolute population figures are rounded up or down to the closest 50. (e.g., 25-75 is shown as 50, 76-124 
is shown as 100, etc.).  
 
Fraction groups with less than 25 are ignored, and are indicated only if the total number of residents in a 
settlement is less than 25. 
 
The ethnic distribution shows  the composition of each settlement as opposed to that of the politically 
determined commune (obcina), since one commune could contain up to one hundred settlements. 
 
Determination of the Katastral municipal boundaries was carried out only in the three northernmost 
banovinas. 
 
The black circle in the middle of a settlement indicates the seat of the administrative unit. 
 
The census based on the mother-tongue presents all Southern-Slavs as generalized denomination of 
Yugoslavs, which combines Serbs, Croats, Bosnians, Bulgars and Macedonians.  
 
The differentiation is carried out based on the confessional statistic data, where the Catholics are considered 
Croats, the Pravoslavs as Serbs, the Muslims as Muslim Southern Slavs.  
 
In the districts of  Caribrod and Bosiljgrad the population is regarded as Bulgarian. 
 
Since adequate data is lacking, the mixed Serbian-Bulgarian population around Pirot is considered Serbian.  
 
The differentiation of the Macedon ethnicity solely based on statistical methods is impossible, therefore all 
Southern-Slavs within the borders of the historic Macedonia are considered as Macedonian without any 
further differentiation. 
 



The historical boundaries of Macedonia were  established on the basis of the map  Carte de la Mazedoine 
dans les limites geographiques,  1 : 300.000,   by  D. Iaranoff.   
 
The 1931 demographic data regarding  the number of Romanians from the Timoc valley area are grossly 
flawed, therefore the data presented here are taken from the 1921 census for this ethnic group.   
 
Similarly, in some localized cases from Slavonia and  Untersteiermark the erroneous demographic data of the 
German ethnic group have been corrected.  
 
The correction is based on the work of W. Sattler; German Settlements in Slavonia, Research of  Germans 
Abroad – Die deutschen Siedlungen in Slawonien, Auslanddeutsche Volksvorschung Bd 2/1, Stuttgart 1938.)
